I have brought Ramesh Yenamaddi up to speed with the June 4th call that Nanda and I had with you and 
your team.  We also have had the opportunity to review the June 6th public meeting materials posted on the 
Kaufman County Outer Loop website.  Please see below some comments and questions on behalf of KCOLT 
Investments, LLC. 
 

• The current schematic design shows Bill Samuels’ homestead property on the northeast corner (and 
partially on the southeast corner) of the intersection of the proposed Outer Loop and the proposed 
realigned Samuels Rd.  We would like for this intersection to be entirely on the KCOLT property such 
that KCOLT has four developable corners.  It appears that this can be accomplished by realigning 
Samuels Rd further away (further south) from Bill Samuels’ homestead property, as very roughly 
illustrated by the white line in the attachment labeled “Samuels Rd Realignment & Exit Ramp”. 

• We would like for there to be a northbound exit ramp before (south of) the proposed realigned 
Samuels Rd and Outer Loop intersection.  This is roughly illustrated in the attachment labeled 
“Samuels Rd Realignment & Exit Ramp”. 

• We would like for there to be a southbound exit ramp before (north of) the proposed FM 1392 and 
Outer Loop intersection.  This is roughly illustrated in the attachment labeled “FM 1392 Exit Ramp”. 

• Based on the current schematic design, there appears to be a proposed curb cut in the northbound 
Outer Loop service road, north of the FM 1392 intersection, that will allow northbound traffic on the 
service road to exit onto the existing FM 1392 road that runs along the southern boundary of the 
KCOLT property (see attachment labeled “Curb cut – Exit to FM 1392”).  We would like to confirm 
that this will be constructed in the first phase of Outer Loop construction. 

• We would like to confirm that right of way acquisition for the proposed realignment of Samuels Rd 
will occur simultaneously with the Outer Loop right of way acquisition process, and that construction 
of the proposed realigned Samuels Rd will be completed in the first phase of Outer Loop 
construction. 

• The video/visualization of the proposed Outer Loop design shows a proposed road bisecting the 
adjacent property to the south of the KCOLT property and reconnecting FM 1392 (see attachment 
labeled “FM 1392 Reconnect Rd”).  We would like to confirm that right of way acquisition for this 
proposed road will occur simultaneously with the Outer Loop right of way acquisition process, and 
that construction of this proposed road will be completed in the first phase of Outer Loop

Mr. Ding,  
It was a pleasure to talk with you at the Kaufman Outer Loop Public meeting in 
Kaufman, June 6. Our questions and concerns are: 
FM 148 PROPERTY ENTRY 
We have two gated entrances off FM 148, but the solid driveway is within the proposed TxDOT ROW. The 
other gated entrance is a grass driveway, a more ‘fair-weather’ entry with a base that is not adequately deep 
or solid or well-drained, and compromises year-round access. This driveway would have to be reinforced.  
ACCESS VIA OUTER LOOP FRONTAGE ROAD:   
The land surrounding ours was re-zoned from agricultural to light industrial, commercial-retail, and mixed-
residential (apartments), as you know. Planned development is already underway, i.e., Arboretum Estates, 
for one, as is infrastructure to accommodate the needs of the area. Traffic on FM 148 is fast and steady, and 
making right or left turns into this property is increasingly unsafe.  
The proposed TxDOT plan does not address adequate access onto what would remain of our acreage, or 
consider possible future use. The current planned entry into our property from FM 148 is such that if we 
were re-zoned at some point, it is not feasible that cars or larger transport could make safe turns from that 
entry point, which could leave our property unviable for future development. We propose TxDOT provide 
additional access from the proposed Kaufman-Loop frontage road. 
FLOODPLAIN DRAINAGE:  
Rainwater runoff originates (at least in part) from land planned for the Arboretum Estates development, 
crosses under FM 148 and through a portion of the light industrial-zoned properties, feeds our pond as it 
drains over our property and spills into Terry Creek, its access point and natural flow path. TxDOT proposes 
to take ROW of our entire creek stream (Terry Creek). Coming development will create additional water flow 
and faster runoff once ‘catch ponds’ are full. We’re concerned about additional runoff and potential 
flooding. Is there a plan?

For the Kaufman County Outer Loop 
Project, we analyze and plan for run-off and drainage from the roadway. 
Developers are required to provide drainage plans as part of their 
development process to the City of Terrell.

The project is needed because the existing nearby facilities do not provide 
adequate mobility and regional connectivity between Kaufman County and 
the region.

Furthermore, the existing nearby facilities cannot accommodate current and 
future travel demands. The lack of capacity on the existing roadways within 
the surrounding areas has resulted in congestion and operational deficiencies 
that can impact peak period travel times for all users, including emergency 
response and police vehicles.

The project would provide improved access across the region and have a 
positive impact on congested areas in Kaufman County and the region.

Project Status
Since the open house in November 2022, the project team has been reviewing 
public input and incorporating it into our design, and as a result, the 
project team has refined our alternatives and identified the recommended 
alignment - refined alternative 2.

The Rockwall County 
Sheriff’s Office executed 
a search warrant early 
Wednesday morning as part 
of a drug distribution investi-
gation resulting in the arrest 
of one person.

According to an RCSO 
statement, the warrant was 
executed at 6 a.m. in the 
2000 block of Clearwater 
Way in Royse City as part 
of a DEA investigation into 
distribution of fentanyl in 
the Dallas area.

Assisting the sheriff ’s 
office’s emergency response 
team were officers with the 
Royse City Police Depart-
ment and Hunt County 
Sheriff’s Office.

This is an ongoing inves-
tigation and no other 
information has been 
released at this time.

For amounts ranging from 
1 gram to less than 4 grams, 
possession of fentanyl is 
a second-degree felony in 
Texas punishable by two 
to 20 years in prison and 
up to a $10,000 fine. If the 
aggregate weight is between 
4 grams and less than 200 
grams, it’s a first-degree fel-
ony punishable by 10 to 99 
years in prison and up to a 
$20,000 fine.

The penalties reach their 
peak if the aggregate weight 
is 200 grams or more but less 
than 400 grams, in which 
case the offense is punish-
able by imprisonment for 
a term ranging from 15 to 
99 years and a fine of up to 
$200,000. 

For amounts of 400 grams 
or more, the imprisonment 
term ranges from 20 to 99 
years, along with a fine of up 
to $500,000.

Police on Monday charged a 
Royse City High School student 
with making a terroristic threat 
against the school.

According to the Royse City 
Police Department, information 
was received that a 14-year-old 
student had made the threat 
while in class.

The threat was reported imme-
diately to school administration 
and to one of the school resource 
officers on campus.

Based on the seriousness of the 
threat, the student was immedi-
ately taken into custody without 
incident. The student was not in 

possession of any type of weapon 
when detained.

After investigating the inci-
dent ,  spea k ing w it h school 
off icials and interviewing the 
student’s parents, Royse City 
PD said they did not believe the 
student intended to carry out the 
threat.

However, the investigation did 
show that a threat was made so 
the juvenile has been charged 

with making a terroristic threat, 
a Class B misdemeanor.

This is the second incident 
involving a student making a 
threat against the high school 
this month.

On May 2, a 17-year-old stu-
dent was arrested after police 
say he posted what they deemed 
a “credible threat” against the 
school on social media.

An arrest warrant for the teen 
was issued and of f icers from 
Royse City PD and the Rock-
wall County Sherif f ’s Of f ice 
responded to the subject’s resi-
dence in Rockwall County where 
the student was arrested without 
incident.

Mr. Ding, 
 
It was a pleasure to talk with you at the Kaufman Outer Loop Public meeting in
Kaufman, June 6. Our questions and concerns are:
 
FM 148 PROPERTY ENTRY
We have two gated entrances off FM 148, but the solid driveway is within the proposed TxDOT
ROW. The other gated entrance is a grass driveway, a more ‘fair-weather’ entry with a base that is
not adequately deep or solid or well-drained, and compromises year-round access. This driveway
would have to be reinforced. 
 
ACCESS VIA OUTER LOOP FRONTAGE ROAD:  
The land surrounding ours was re-zoned from agricultural to light industrial, commercial-retail, and
mixed-residential (apartments), as you know. Planned development is already underway, i.e.,
Arboretum Estates, for one, as is infrastructure to accommodate the needs of the area. Traffic on FM
148 is fast and steady, and making right or left turns into this property is increasingly unsafe. 
The proposed TxDOT plan does not address adequate access onto what would remain of our
acreage, or consider possible future use. The current planned entry into our property from FM 148 is
such that if we were re-zoned at some point, it is not feasible that cars or larger transport could make
safe turns from that entry point, which could leave our property unviable for future development. We
propose TxDOT provide additional access from the proposed Kaufman-Loop frontage road.
 
FLOODPLAIN DRAINAGE: 
Rainwater runoff originates (at least in part) from land planned for the Arboretum Estates
development, crosses under FM 148 and through a portion of the light industrial-zoned properties,
feeds our pond as it drains over our property and spills into Terry Creek, its access point and natural
flow path. TxDOT proposes to take ROW of our entire creek stream (Terry Creek). Coming
development will create additional water flow and faster runoff once ‘catch ponds’ are full. We’re
concerned about additional runoff and potential flooding. Is there a plan?

The project is needed because the existing nearby facilities do not 
provide adequate mobility and regional connectivity between Kaufman 
County and the Dallas - Fort Worth metroplex (DFW). Furthermore, the 
existing nearby facilities cannot accommodate current and future travel 
demands. The lack of capacity on the existing roadways within the 
surrounding areas has resulted in congestion and operational deficiencies 
that can impact peak period travel times for all users, including 
emergency response and police vehicles. 

The project would provide improved access across the region and have a 
positive impact on congested urban areas in DFW and Kaufman County.

The project team evaluated the preliminary alignments using several 
different criteria. The criteria fell into the following categories: 
Environmental, Engineering and Economic. For environmental, they 
studied community elements, like parks and schools, hazardous 
materials, wetlands, floodplains, residential and commercial areas, and 
noise analysis. For engineering, they studied connectivity and 
local/regional planning efforts. And lastly, for economic, they studied 
construction cost and right-of-way cost.

The different 
categories we used to evaluate our alternatives included need & purpose, 
engineering, displacements and right-of-way requirements, land use and 
development impacts, community impacts and cultural resources, 
environment and natural resources, cost, and stakeholder, agency, and 
public input. We then scored these alternatives based on how they 
performed against the categories, and at the end of the scoring process, 
it was determined that reasonable alternative 2 performed the best.

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Project Development

The feasibility study is the first step for any major corridor improvement. 

Following the feasibility study, environmental study and schematic design 
will take place – and that is the phase we are currently in. 

Next, final design, construction plans, right-of-way acquisition, cost 
estimates and utilities coordination will be conducted. Should funding be 
acquired, corridor preservation through land-use planning and right-of-
way purchases will happen concurrently with this phase. Right of way for 
this project would be acquired in accordance with the Uniform Relocation 
Assistance and Real Properties Acquisitions Policies Act of 1970, as 
amended. The State of Texas provides information on Landowner rights, 
which is included on the virtual public meeting page.

Phased construction would occur after based on the availability of 
funding.

It should be noted that the project is currently unfunded for construction 
and cannot let until funding is identified; however, right-of-way 
acquisition can proceed even if the project is not funded for construction.
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Next Steps*

Next steps for the feasibility and environmental studies are shown on the 
screen, beginning with the public open house held in November 2022. 
The reasonable alternatives for further consideration were refined in 
summer 2023, and at this public meeting we are presenting the
recommended alignment. In the spring of this year we developed our 
60% schematic – which is what you are seeing at the public meeting –
and held a value engineering study. The project team anticipates 
completing the draft environmental assessment in spring 2025, and they 
also plan on developing the 100% schematic in spring 2025. A public 
hearing is slated to be held in summer 2025. Lastly, the final 
environmental assessment and/or a finding of no significant impact (a 
FONSI) will be developed in fall 2025.
